Proposals may be submitted under four tracks.

e Track 1 (Institutional Capacity Building): UNM is ineligible for Track 1 awards because we
have had an S-STEM award in the past.

e Track 2 (Implementation: Single Institution): Track 2 projects may not exceed $2 million total
for a maximum duration of 6 years.

e Track 3 (Inter-institutional Consortia): Track 3 projects may not exceed $5 million total for a
maximum duration of 6 years.

e Collaborative Planning: Not limited

late submissions will be considered. Based on the number of SOIs received, the Limited Competitions
Management Team may announce a call for pre-proposals.
